The Lebanon Township Volunteer Fire/EMS Department
would like to assure Lebanon Township residents that all
911 emergency calls will be handled with utmost
professionalism.

At the end of last year, the Fire Department was approached by
members of the Township Committee about assuming
Emergency Medical Services for the township. The Fire
Department discussed this at several monthly meetings and felt
we would be capable of assuming this responsibility. We did
not approach the Township Committee at anytime about taking
services away from the First Aid Squad. On April 7, 2010, the
Township Committee adopted a resolution making the Fire
Department first responders for Emergency Medical Services,
and we assumed those duties. On June 21, 2010, a Hunterdon
County Judge overturned the resolution and ordered the
township to return the ambulances to the First Aid Squad.
Between April 7 and June 21, we handled a total of 141 calls;
53 Fire and 88 EMS. All calls were answered by Fire
Department personnel. During this time, three members of the
First Aid Squad joined the Fire Department to move forward in
this endeavor.

On July 7, 2010 the Township Committee adopted an ordinance
to make the Fire Department the first responders for Emergency
Medical Services in the township. On July 15, 2010, with a
borrowed ambulance, the Fire Department reassumed these
duties.

Our members are devoted to providing emergency medical
services in Lebanon Township. We welcome any township
resident interested in learning more about the Fire/EMS
Department to stop by Station 1 on Anthony Road on a Monday
night. We will show you through the firehouse and introduce
you to members of the department and answer any questions
you may have. If you are not available on a Monday night,
please feel free to contact Chief Warren Gabriel at (732) 921-
0764 to arrange a time for a visit.

Ralph Lomerson
Lebanon Township Historian

On Saturday, July 17, 2010, Ralph Lomerson passed away. A
life-long resident of Lebanon Township, Ralph served on the
Lebanon Township Committee for 21 years and was mayor for
seven of those years. He also served on the Board of Elections.
More recently, Ralph was Chairperson of the Historians
Committee and one of our most knowledgeable historians.

Ralph was a dairy farmer, a stone mason, a foreman for the
Getty pipeline in Changewater, and served in the Army in World
War Il. As a veteran, he was a member of Post 5119, VFW. He
was a fourth-generation gravedigger, and President of the Spruce
Run Cemetery. His was also a leader in the Lebanon Grange.

Ralph’s interest in history and genealogy led him to be involved
with the Lebanon Township and Hunterdon County Historical
Saocieties. He helped write a book about the history of Lebanon
Township. Ralph would give historical talks to surrounding
towns and various clubs. He gave talks on the Getty Pipeline to
different groups all over the state.

People would call on Ralph to answer questions about their
family history. He spent a lifetime learning about families and
their history. He knew everything there was to know about the

Swak Church. He knew about all the people who attended the
church and all those that are buried there.

Unfortunately, Ralph took a lot of history with him. We would
like to preserve as much history of the township as possible. Do
you know some of the township’s history or have pictures that
you would like to share with The Lebanon Township Historians
Committee?

Four Lebanon Township Eagle Scouts
Honored

On June 26, 2010 at Lower Valley Presbyterian Church,
Califon, four Eagle Scouts from the Boy Scouts of America
Troop 92 held a Court of Honor to celebrate their
accomplishments. The Eagle Scouts are David Kubik, John
Leddie, Jeff Vaccarella and Tymon Conroy. All four scouts
reside in Lebanon Township.

The conferring of an Eagle Scout is one of the highest awards
that can be bestowed upon a Boy Scout and requires the
completion of an Eagle Scout Service Project. Tymon Conroy
finished the remainder of an approximate two mile trail for the
Hunterdon County Parks system by constructing rock
staircases, rock check steps and water bars. His work will help
prevent trail erosion and make the trail more easily accessible
and hide-able to day hikers. David Kubik renovated a 33’ x 30’
storage/concession stand behind Woodglen Middle School,
which entailed the re-roofing of the structure, replacement of
siding, repainting, the installation of shelving and the
construction of a tiled countertop for storage and easy cleanup.
The project took almost 290 man hours to complete and over
$2,000 in donations. John Leddie installed security glass
windows into the doors of the Lower Valley Presbyterian
Church and wainscoting to beautify the parish house. The
installation of the windows in the Sunday School rooms will
allow for more visibility and security and the wainscoting will
protect the walls from being bumped and scratched by the
congregation and groups that meet there. Jeff Vaccarella
coordinated the construction of a base support for a memorial
gazebo at the Califon United Methodist Church and the
installation of a handicap accessible ramp, landscaping and the
emplacement of the prefab gazebo. The project required 180
man hours and is used for outdoor Sunday School space as well
as quiet contemplation by the community.

Congratulations to all four Scouts on their outstanding
accomplishments.

Most Human Rabies Treatments Avoidable
(from the Hunterdon County Health Department)

More than once every year, a number of county residents are
referred by their physicians for a series of injections to protect
against possible rabies infection after getting involved with a
rabid or suspect rabid animal. Regrettably, many of these
treatments could have been avoided if the person just took some
simple precautions. While avoiding a bite from an aggressive
wild or domestic animal might not always be possible, chances
are good that avoiding a “non-bite” exposure is much more
achievable with a little knowledge. What’s a “non-bite”
exposure, you ask? Simply put, it is the contamination of any
open wound, mucous membrane (think: nose, mouth, and eye)
or scratch with potentially infectious material (think: saliva
from a rabid animal).

Here’s an all too common scenario: A dog being walked
through the woods tangles with a raccoon (or a skunk, fox,
woodchuck, etc.). The fight ends and the owner calls her dog
back to her side. She then runs her fingers through the fur of her
pet, examining carefully to see if it has suffered any bites or
other wounds. The owner has now had direct physical contact
with potentially infectious saliva from the wild animal. Maybe
she has a small cut or scratch on her hand. Or, she unknowingly
touches her eyes, nose or mouth with the hand that just combed
through her dog’s fur.

The following day, while reviewing the incident with her
veterinarian, animal control officer, or the county health
department, the possibility of her having had a non-bite
exposure is raised. She can’t recall all the details. Fearing the
worst, she contacts her physician who immediately directs her
to the Hunterdon Medical Center ER where she begins a series
of vaccine injections to protect her.

But consider if she knew this before her experience: Potentially
infected saliva is inactivated after it has air dried. Had she
waited long enough for any wet saliva to air dry prior to
examining her pet, she would have removed all worry. Better
yet, the best option is to put on a pair of gloves prior to
examining a pet, and then placing the gloves aside so they can
air dry. Either way, eliminating potential exposure means
eliminating any need for post-exposure treatment.

There are many misconceptions regarding post-exposure
treatment for rabies. The vaccinations comprise a dose of
human rabies immune globulin and four doses of rabies vaccine
given on the day of the exposure, and then again on days 3, 7,
and 14. The vaccine is given in a muscle, usually in the upper
arm. This set of vaccinations is highly effective at preventing
rabies if given as soon as possible following an exposure.

Rabies is dangerous, and clearly, it is present in Hunterdon
County. However, knowing the facts can go a long way in
reducing anxieties and risks.
